Within the strategy to find new usage areas for acrylic fiber, first phase investment of 
short fiber yarn production facility with air jet spinning technology with a capacity of 
2,500 tons/year in 10,000 m2 closed area in Yalova Composite and Chemistry 
Specialized Organized Industrial Zone.Test production has started and the investment 
will be fully implemented by the end of 2021. The second phase of the project is 
ongoing and total investment of these two phases is 27.5 million USD. After second 
phase investment production of 7,500 tons/year and employment for 200 people will 
be reached by the end of 2022.

As of February 18, 2021, all of the bought-backshares within the scope of the program 
were sold at a price of 16,00 TRY. A total of 30.3 Million TRY profit was made including 
dividends

Accordingto negotiationswith machinerymanufacturersof the investmentwith a
budget of 45 million USD; It is planned to be commissionedstarting the end of
2024. It has been decidedto start the necessaryworks in order to benefit from
governmentincentivesrelatedto investment.
